 Why is it bad if we try to do something in our Christian life 

that we are not authorized to do?  What difference does it 

make? 

 Are you trying to live the Christian life by your own authority?  

Why is that bad?   

 If it’s not by might or by power, then how will we live the 

Christian life?
